2)  Go onl ine to  ZSui tes ( ins truct ions are on and insert  in  the Clover)
     a .  New Famil ies-  Create a fami ly  account  and then add c loverbuds,
members and leaders.

     b .  Re-enrol l ing-  go to  your Fami ly  Account  and re-enrol l  –  you may also
add new c loverbuds,  members and leaders.
    
     c .  Projec ts-  Cloverbuds are 5 to  7-year-old and wi l l  only  take the
Cloverbud Projec t .  1s t  year members should s tar t  wi th one or two projec ts .

3)  Pay dues-  you may pay onl ine for a $ 1  fee ,  or  h i t  pay in  person and come
into the Extension Off ice

4)  Yearly  agreement-  ask your c lub leader for th is  form and rev iew 
i t  wi th your leader and parents .  S ign and return to  your leader,  
or  the Extension Off ice .
